The Regional Cooperation Agreement on Combating Piracy and Armed Robbery against Ships in Asia (ReCAAP) is the first regional government-to-government agreement to promote and enhance cooperation against piracy and armed robbery against ships in Asia.

The ReCAAP Agreement was launched in November 2006 with14 Asian Contracting Parties including North, Southeast, and South Asian countries. It has 20 Contracting Parties today, including Europe (Norway, the Netherlands, Denmark, and the United Kingdom), Australia, and the United States.
The ReCAAP Information Sharing Centre (ReCAAP ISC) was established in Singapore on November 29, 2006.

At the 12th Governing Council Meeting in 2018, the Council announced that ReCAAP ISC has met the criteria to be a Centre of Excellence for information sharing in combating piracy and armed robbery against ships at sea. 

The ReCAAP ISC (INFORMATION SHARING CENTRE) was established under the Agreement and was officially launched in Singapore on 29 November 2006.It was formally recognized as an international organization on 30 January 2007. The Regional Cooperation agreement on combating piracy and armed robbery against ships in Asia (ReCAAP) is the first government to government agreement to promote cooperation and enhance information sharing capabilities of member states. Whereas the Said agreement was signed by the government of the people's Republic of Bangladesh  on 23 August 2006,Now therefore the government people's republic of Bangladesh, having consider the said agreement do here by confirmed and ratify the same and under takes faithfully to carry out all the stipulation contained there in..

With regards to the requirement of ReCAAP ISC and IMO the Designated Authority(DA) was formed by the Bangladesh Government by the Govt Agencies, Local Administration, Shipping and Port and other industries to detect security threats and and to take preventive measures against Piracy,Armmed Robbery and Petty theft.Piracy.Armmed Robbery,Robbery,Petty Theft are related to security So focal point of DA will Act as the Focal Point of Bangladesh for ReCAAP ISC.

Effort as the ReCAAP Focal Point, especially on strengthening inter-agency relationship among government agencies and linkage between government and Shipping industry.

It is intimated that Bangladesh Navy (BN) and other concerned forces are relentlessly working for providing appropriate security to the merchant shipping and other sea fearers. Due strict security measures incidents like robbery/armed robbery are at present on declining trend. However, in order to maintain appropriate good order at sea and response to any security incident in the concerned areas of Bangladesh. 
a.    Security incidents Inside Territorial Waters of Bangladesh . The security incidents inside territorial waters (including inland waters) of Bangladesh will be dealt by Bangladesh Coast Guard (BCG ). BCG authority will respond all emergency call and take appropriate measures. BCG will maintain close liaison with respective port authorities and other concerned security and intelligence organizations in this regard. However, BN will support/re-enforce BCG in any incident, if requested upon. 
b.           Security Incidents outside Territorial Waters of Bangladesh.     BN will be responsible for dealing with the security incidents outside the territorial waters an up to  EEZ limit . BN patrol elements will respond to security and SAR call from merchant shipping. 

c.             Exchange of Operational Information by Security Agencies.       In order to maintain strict vigilance and avoid duplication of duplication of efforts BN, BCG and other concerned security agencies many frequently exchange operational information. The respective Naval Area Commanders will make necessary arrangements for such collaborative effort.
